National Park, passing lakes, woodlands, 
and roaming red deer. Enjoy an Afternoon 
Tea in the Grand Foyer of the Great  
Southern Hotel. Return to Kerry for evening 
at leisure.

TRAVEL AUTHORIZATIONS /VISAS:  Some InternaƟonal desƟnaƟons require Electronic Travel AuthorizaƟons (ETA, 
ETIAS, etc.) or Visas. It is the passengers' responsibility  to ensure they have the proper documentaƟon for travel.
