Pu’uhonua o Honaunau National Historical 
Park will offer a glimpse into the early culture, as it was a place of refuge for those that had violated the sacred 
laws known as kapu. There, you will see a temple where criminals could be absolved of their transgressions and 
safely return to society. Return to the Pride of America in time for lunch onboard.  Balance of day free to enjoy 
Kona or relax onboard your ship. 
Oct 12:  Hilo, Hawaii—  Today your ship arrives on the Big Island of Hawaii.  Enjoy a full-day included tour with 
lunch.  See some of the Big Island’s most impressive and diverse natural wonders, from its volcanoes to its 
tropical forests to its world-famous black sand beaches.  Volcanoes National Park is another highlight, where 
you’ll learn about Hawaii’s active volcanoes and see their features throughout the park.  You’ll also hear about the 
island’s seven ecological zones, its plant and animal communities, and a bit about how the area perpetuates 
native Hawaiian culture.  Your guide will provide fascinating insights into the island’s rich geology, history and 
culture.  
 
Oct 13:  Kahului, Maui - Today you are free to enjoy one of the many optional shore excursions.  



Oct 14:  Kahului, Maui - Your ship arrives into Kahului, Maui where we will remain docked for 2 days. Maui 
is the home to Haleakala Crater, the historic town of Lahaina, famous Kaanapali Beach, beautiful golf courses 
and much more.  Today enjoy an included tour to the famous Haleakala Crater with lunch included.  Check 
out Maui’s massive Haleakala volcano from bottom to top, as you journey from sea level to the summit to 
view spectacular island scenery and the immense crater of volcanic rock. You can catch a glimpse of 
Haleakala, Maui’s massive dormant volcano, from almost any point on the island, but you will go all the way 
to the top on this scenic journey – from sea level to 10,000 feet. At the summit is a vast crater seven and a 
half miles long by two and a half miles wide, and 3,000 feet deep. It last erupted in 1790 and has slumbered 
ever since, though that does not mean it won’t one day wake up. The Hawaiians revere it as a sacred site, 
and tell tales of Pele, Goddess of Fire and Volcanos.  The views from the top are magnificent. If the day is 
clear, you may even make out two other towering peaks – Mauna Loa and Mauna Kea on the Big Island. 
From the crater’s rim, you'll be able to appreciate first hand the unique beauty of this imposing caldera with its 
interesting mix of volcanic rock and plant life, some of which, like the silversword plant, is found only in 
Hawaii's volcanic craters. 
 

 
Oct 15:   Nawiliwili, Kauai – We arrive in Nawiliwili, Kauai 
– named after Wiliwili trees, which once lined it’s 
picturesque harbour, this lovely port is the gateway to what 
many believe to be Hawaii’s most beautiful island.  On the 
“Garden Island”, nature is truly the star, from the dramatic 
mountains of Kokee to the cool rainforests of Haena.  
Today our tour takes us to the Waimea Canyon and the 
Fern Grotto - Ride with us up the mountain to the 3,400 
foot level and overlook Waimea Canyon, “the Grand 

Canyon of the Pacific.” We promise a visual history along the way – Old Koloa Town, circa 1834, heart 
of Hawaii’s first sugar cane plantation, and Waimea, the little town that grew up where Captain Cook first 
set foot in Hawaii in 1778.  Take a few steps along this memorable Kaua'i tour. Take a leisurely cruise 
down the Wailua River to the botanical beauty of the Fern Grotto. Here, the “Hawaiian Wedding Song” is 
a natural match in this lush environment, so bring 
somebody you love. The overlook at Opaekaa Falls is 
another romantic stop that will surely secure your love of 
this Garden Island. 
 
Oct 16:  Nawiliwili, Kauai - Depart from Kauai mid 
afternoon.  This afternoon we cruise the beautiful NaPali 
Coast.  Have your cameras ready! 
 
Oct 17:  Honolulu, Oahu - Our ship arrives back in Honolulu after a wonderful 7 night cruise.  Today 
enjoy a tour we call “The Pride of the USA”!
